There’s too much violence. - Too much + nom singulier

There are too many people and tourists. - Too many + nom pluriel

It’s too modern. - Too + adjective

In some areas, it’s not safe. -> Some + nom pluriel = certains/certaines

A few places are unsafe. —>A few + nom pluriel = quelques

All New Yorkers are stressed. - All + nom pluriel = tous les...

Most New Yorkers - Most + nom pluriel = /a plupart des.../la majorité de...

A lot of / many New Yorkers - Alot of / many + nom pluriel = beaucoup de...
New York is more romantic than Paris. - More+ adjectif long + than
Paris is smaller than New York. - Adjectif court+ ER + than
Violence is worse in the Bronx than in Manhattan. - Bad : worse than (pire que)

The quality of life is better in Manhattan than in the Bronx. 2 Good : better than (mieux/meilleur que)

New York is as touristy as Paris. - as+ adjectif +as  (aussi ...que)
