Characters ? Buffy (a teenage girl) / her mother / the Principal / Xander ( a teenage boy) / students 
Time ? first day of school / in the morning  
Place ? in a High School / in the USA  yellow buses and palm trees 
  new home  unpacked boxes 
 in her bedroom / in her mother’s car / in the hall / in the principal’s office 

Scene 1 – What are the characters doing ? 

Buffy is sleeping. She’s dreaming of vampires. She’s waking up. 
Her mother’s calling her.  
Buffy looks tired and frightened. 
 

Scene 2 
Buffy’s mom is driving 
Buffy is getting out of the car 
She looks nervous/stressed : she has no friends / she’s new 
 

Xander looks cool and relaxed 
He’s skateboarding 
He’s looking at Buffy  
He’s falling 

Scene 3 
The Principal and Buffy are talking. 
He’s reading a transcript and he’s tearing it up into 4 pieces.  
Buffy was expelled from her old school because she burned down the gym. 
He’s taping the transcript back together : he looks suprised/shocked. 

Scene 4 
Buffy is getting out of the office. 
She looks not well/sad 
Her books spill out on the floor. 
A boy is coming : « Can I help you ? » 
He’s picking her things up. 
Xander looks embarrassed/confused
